
 
Tryout Information for “Winter Guard”  

 
The “Spirits” Color Guard at NCHS invites everyone, guys and girls, to try out 
for the 2008-2009 Winter Guard season.  We have a nationally renowned coach 
who has a vision for developing the Spirits team and taking them to “the next 
level”!  This is an exciting opportunity to join a team that is really going places!   
While previous dance, gymnastics, or color guard experience is 
helpful, it is not required to tryout.  Additionally, you need not have 
been a part of the color guard during the fall season to tryout for 
the winter season. 
 
It is generally known that during the fall season the Spirits color guard perform 
as a part of the Marching Redhawks, but it is not widely known that the Spirits 
continue performing in a winter circuit without the rest of the marching band.  
Winter Guard is a visual ensemble that combines elements of dance and 
theatrics with equipment such as flags, rifles, sabers and other props.  During 
the Winter Guard season, the team performs indoors in the competitive Winter 
Guard International and Midwest Color Guard circuits.  The winter season 
extends from November until mid-April, with approximately 3 practices a week, 
some weekend “camps” and several weekend competitions beginning at the end 
of January.
