Dear Parents and Guardians,

In an effort to communicate our stu-
dent achievement as measured on the
state testing, ISAT, lllinois Student
Achievement Test given each March, |
am sharing historical performance
charts from our past five years. In both
core academic areas of reading and
mathematics, we have improved in the
number of students in the exceeds
category. In math, 67% of our students
exceeded while in reading 69% of
Highlands students exceeded. This is
always a goal to move more students
into the top range of achievement. In
math, our meets/exceeds category re-
mains high, as the previous year, with
97% of Highlands students meeting or
exceeding state standards. In reading
our meets/exceeds category soared to
99%.

During our Data Retreat in September,
we studied those students that made

more growth than anticipated and
asked ourselves what caused this great
success? Likewise, we reviewed stu-
dents that fell in anticipated growth

and teachers are ensuring an interven-
tion is in place to support learning
needs.

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Fourth Grade Is on a Mission

Fall has arrived and the fourth grade
students at Highlands have settled into
their classroom routines. With
thoughts of science, reading strategies,
and multiplication facts dancing in

their heads, students are learning more
content than they ever have before in
their school lives. In fourth grade, in-
dependence is stressed daily and re-
sponsibility seems to be a major vo-
cabulary word every week.
